WHAT ARE PARAMENTS? 
   As our church moves through the year, it provides many 
symbols to remind us of the significance of seasons and days. 
The use of color in our sanctuary can be highly expressive 
and reflective of mood and meaning.  I want to share some 
information with you in this article about colors and para-
ments in our worship space. As all of us know, we have a 
beautiful sanctuary that aids us in our worship of Jesus 
Christ! The feeling of praise and thanksgiving we experience 
in our sanctuary is not present by accident. The sanctuary is 
intentional and thorough in its design.  The colors of our 
sanctuary are important in our worship and are also inten-
tional. 
   In our sanctuary, the communion table, pulpit and lectern 
are hung with paraments, that is, the colored cloths with sym-
bols on them. These fabrics change with various church sea-
sons and occasions as a visual reminder of what we are cele-
brating in our worship.   
   Paraments, like church seasons and holidays, are a custom 
which developed through the centuries of church history and 
cannot be pinpointed to a beginning year or place. The use of 
colors to differentiate liturgical seasons become a common 
practice in the Western church in about the fourth century. In 
the 12th century, Pope Innocent III systemized the use of 5 
colors: purple, white, black, red and green. 
   During a period known as the “Liturgical Movement” in 
the 1800’s and 1900’s, both Protestants and Roman Catholics 
discovered a renewed interest in traditions of the early 
church, including use of banners and paraments. The para-
ments often match the stole worn by the pastor.  A pastor’s 
stole represents a yoke used to carry burdens. This symbol of 
the responsibility and authority of the pastoral office is first 
placed on a pastor when he or she is ordained.  
   Paraments in our sanctuary change colors along with vari-
ous church seasons and occasions as a visual reminder of 
what we are celebrating in our worship. Currently, the para-
ments in our sanctuary are purple as we observe the season 
of Lent. The color purple is used to symbolize repentance 
and the royalty of Jesus Christ as our sovereign Savior King. 
   The rich colors and designs of paraments in the church 
sanctuary invite us to follow our liturgy with our eyes as 
worship progresses from lectern to pulpit and finally resting 
on the communion table – the true focal point of our time 
together as a worshiping community. 
   Here at Speedway Christian Church, we have begun the 
process of replacing our current paraments with new ones – 
some of our current paraments are fading and wearing out. 
We have started a “parament fund” to this end. If you would 
like to be a part of that adventure, please let me know.

Dear Speedway Christian Church, 
  I would like to take this opportunity to thank each and eve-
ryone of you here at Speedway Christian Church for your 
support in this time of crisis in Chile and Haiti. As you know, 
a powerful earthquake shook Chile - my home country - last 
week, leaving many dead, homeless and displaced. Many 
people are still missing, and many continue to be found dead. 
My family was fortunate: no one was hurt, we didn't lose our 
home, and damage was minimal compared to what it could 
have been. Most of all, we are thankful that everybody is 
alive and healthy. 
   Part of our luck was our location: my home town, Puerto 
Montt, is located in the south part of the country, roughly 
350 miles away from the quake's epicenter. Though the 
earthquake was still felt, it did not produce nearly as much 
damage as in other parts of the country. Buildings didn't col-
lapse, and though left without water and electricity for some 
days, people were able to keep their homes and resume nor-
mal life soon after Saturday's hit. Even though the situation is 
far from ideal in the south of Chile - the interior of people's 
homes (including my family's) will have to be redone in 
many cases and small things replaced -, people were lucky 
that there were no casualties and there was no major struc-
tural damage overall. As my mom said to me on the phone 
some days ago:  "We are glad to be ok, and we have to think 
about those people that lost everything not too far north of 
us". 
   Once again, I would like to thank everybody at Speedway 
Christian Church for your thoughts and prayers, and for the 
invaluable help you provide to those in need in these difficult 
times.
